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This hymn is for Transfiguration Sunday, which we celebrate this year on February 14.  Trans-
figuration is the observation of Jesus going up on the mountain with Peter, James, and John.  
His face and clothes shone like the sun and Moses and Elijah come and talked to Jesus.  A voice 
out of heaven is heard, similar to the voice at Jesus’ baptism.  God designed this event to 
strengthen the disciples for the days ahead when Jesus would be arrested, tried, and crucified. 
 
But even though this is a Transfiguration hymn, it speaks to us also.  When we come into God’s 
presence we experience something similar.  God is present with us through His Word and Sac-
rament.  When we attend worship or Bible class we see a glimpse of God’s glory.  We hear 
Moses, Elijah, the other prophets, and more importantly, we hear God Himself as He speaks to 
us through His Word.  How truly good it is to be in God’s house, in His presence, to see Him and 
to hear Him. 
 
Just like the Transfiguration was a gift from God to strengthen the disciples, so His presence in 
Word and Sacrament is a gift from God to strengthen us.  As we face our daily struggles, what a 
blessing it is to know God is with us, to have been in close contact with Him.  A wise person 
once said, “You know, if I don’t make it to church and Bible class, my whole week just doesn’t 
seem right.”  We need our regular connection with God. 
 
As we think about our lives, we must be honest and admit that we don’t always worship like 
we should.  Even if we are physically present, we may be mentally somewhere else.  Even if we 
are in Bible class, Satan works his hardest to distract us with other things.  These are only 
some of the sins we are faced with, and often fall into.  But these sins were covered by Jesus on 
the cross, along with all of our other sins.  We thank God for the gift of forgiveness! 
 
The final verse of our hymn asks God to go with us into the daily grind of our lives.  We need to 
recognize that God is with us always.  What a joy to have Him there with us when we need 
Him.  What a joy to be able to talk with Him at any time.  What a blessing to have a God who 
loves us so much He can’t take His eyes off of us!

I pray you have a blessed month as we close out the Epiphany season and 
move into Lent.
