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To Those Who Walk in the Light,

Rev. Leary and family are packing up and leaving for here soon and this
caused me to reflect on what it is like to pick up and leave a place and peoples that one
has known. Where is home for us. The Bible from beginning to end is full of genera-
tions of wanderers. We all know what it is like to be homesick. It is difficult to be cou-
rageous when nothing seems familiar.

On June 11th we celebrate the life of St. Barnabas. He was a wanderer with St.
Paul, compelled by the Holy Spirit to bring the “light of the world”(Jn. 8:12) to all peo-
ple. These two Jews, Levites, knew what God was asking of them and left their homes,
left the comfort of the Jewish community, to act in love. Their Savior loved them and
they loved those who “sat in darkness”(Lk. 1:79). Paul was from Tarsus in Turkey and
Barnabas was from Cyprus, the island in the Mediterranean Sea below Turkey. They
came together in Jerusalem and Barnabas helped Paul be at home with the Christians
there, they looked at Paul as a persecutor of Christians. Paul was at the stoning of
Stephen holding the coats. Barnabas is known as the Son of Encouragement for he also
took under his wing John Mark, his cousin, who wrote the Gospel of Mark (probably).
He encouraged Paul to have John Mark on the journey but on the way John Mark be-
came discouraged (homesick?) and left them. Barnabas gave John Mark the benefit of
the doubt in a second journey but Paul would not give him a second chance and trav-
eled with Silas instead. Barnabas and John Mark became traveling companions. Later
Paul talks about John Mark being a valuable asset (Col. 4:10, 2 Tim. 4:11).

Paul, Silas, Barnabas, Abraham, Moses, etc. all travelers that brought the light
of the word of God with them. “Thus says God the Lord, who created the heavens and
stretched them out, who spread out the earth and what comes from it. Who gives
breath to the peoples on it and spirit to those who walk in it: ‘I am the Lord; I have
called you in righteousness; [ will take you by the hand and keep you; 1 will give you as
a covenant for the people a light for the nations, to open the eyes that are blind, to
bring out the prisoners from the dungeon, from the prison those who sit in darkness.””
Is. 42:5-7. All of the bringers of the light have been at home in the word of God for they
knew that their Creator promises to “take you by the hand and keep you”.

The continuity of the Christian walk, being lead by the hand of God, is ours
every day. It is our home, our comfort. Our new Pastor and family, as they wander here
to the Mojave Desert, know the home they have as they are led by the hand of God.
