"Your eyes saw my unformed substance; in Your book were written every-

one of them, the days that were formed for me, when as yet there was none of 

them." Ps. 139:16 

"You have kept count of my tossings; put my tears in Your bottle. Are they not in 

your book?" Ps. 56:8 

I am a nut about old black and white movies. In my laziness on a Saturday 

morning I came upon a group of patriotic short movies with famous (in my book) 

actors that I thought would be worth a gander. All the stories were telling of the 

uniqueness of Americans. In one of these stories Ethel Barrymore is an older lady, in 

a small old house, in a large city, surrounded by high risers. She has read her morn-

ing paper and is upset for in it, it says that the census is complete and that there is 

330,005 people in the city. She goes to the newspaper office and complains that the 

statistic stated is inaccurate, she was not counted. No one counted her. No one 

knows she is alive. She is forgotten and it is not right that this has happen. She wants 

the newspaper to see about having her counted. The newsmen are fairly sure that 

this can't be changed, they really haven't enough push to change the numbers. It 

isn't that important and she is an old lady so the editor sends one of his reporters to 

pretend that he is from the census and is ready with pretend questions. The older 

lady is aware that he is one of the reporters and is really miffed now. Eventually they 

do get a real census taker to come to her house. She is not willing to make this a 

quick question and answer deal for the census man either. She wants to tell her 

story in detail; he asks where she was born and she tells him it was in Ireland a 

short walk from a particular river that flows through town and flooded the year that 

she and her family moved. The census person appeared impatient but eventually is 

resolved and listens to all the details. 

 In this year of census, that will not come again for ten years, most of us, I 

assume, have filled out the census. If you go to the government web site it is quite 

inspiring to see the importance of this census, "Where the stories of America inter-

sect." It is rather a neat adventure to read all the stories of how people are glad they 

are taking the census, that it was easier than they thought it would be, that it helps 

with the best distribution for resources for fire departments, police departments, 

local issues, ethnic numbering, etc. God Bless America and I mean that sincerely. 

 How much greater is the constant census that our loving God takes every 

moment of our lives. The Ps. quotes above attest to that fact. God has written out the 

coarse of our days from conception to death. He literally knows our DNA. The un-

formed substance, then the embryo and development of the fetus. It is written like a 

census in the book. He knows every detail of our life, even the skinned knee or bad 

marriage or cancer remission. He knows the fish that was bigger than all your bud-

dies and the achievement of finally running two mile every morning in a week.

God's census is of 

the faithful, as in Genesis 15:6 Abraham "believed the Lord, and he  counted it to him 

as righteousness." As Abraham believed God's promises, we believe His promises 

through Jesus Christ our righteousness. May you always remember that you are 

counted.
